Subject: MONSOO NS PREDICTED IN THE COUNTRY FROM 03RD TO 08TH JU

Pakistan Meteorological Department (PMD) has informed that moist currents from
Arabian sea are likely to penetrate in upper parts of the country and a westerly wave
is also likely to enter in the upper parts of the country on 3™ July(evening/night). Under
the influence of these weather systems:

* Rain/wind-thundershower (with few heavy falls/ hailstorm) is expected in
Islamabad, Rawalpindi, Murree, Galliyat, Attock, Chakwal, Jhelum, Mianwali,
Sargodha, Hafizabad, Mandi Bahauddin, Sialkot, Narowal, Lahore, Gujranwala,
Gujrat, Sheikhupura, Faisalabad, Jhang and Toba Tek Singh from 3
(evening/night) to 08" July with occasional gaps.

* Rain/wind-thundershower with isolated heavy falls is also expected in D.G khan,
Rajanpur, Multan, Bhakkar, Layyah, Kot Addu, Bahawalpur, Bahawalnagar,
Sahiwal and Okara from 05" to 08" July.

¢ Flash flooding is expected in the Hill Torrents of D.G Khan Division from 6" July.

Possible Impacts:
* Heavy falls may cause flash flood in hill torrent areas of D.G. Khan from 06" to 08"

July.

e Heavy rain may cause urban flooding in low lying areas of Islamabad, Rawalpindi,
Gujranwala, Lahore and may trigger landslides in the vulnerable areas of Murree
from 04" to 07" July.

e Farmers are advised to manage their activities keeping in view the weather
forecast.

* Tourists are advised to remain extra cautious to avoid any untoward situation during
the wet spell.

e Loose structures like electric poles, solar panels etc may damage during dust
storm/wind-thunderstorm & heavy falls and general public is advised to stay at safe

places during the period.
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Precautionary Measures: PDMA

Immediate mobilization and advance placement of Flood Fighting and Rescue &
Relief teams with all Required Machinery and Equipment on identified suitable site.
Evacuation of Livestock and provision of fodder/ concentrated fodder Arrangement
for vaccination of livestock should be in place, in advance.

The residents of most vulnerable areas should be shifted to temporary relief
camps/safe places as and when required.

In order to avoid epidemic diseases, medical teams be mobilized for provision of
first aid to the affectees.

In order to avoid electric shock, necessary arrangements with WAPDA authorities
should be made on priority on regular basis.

The DEOCs to be strengthened for communication with field teams and with
Divisional and Provincial Authorities, as well as consolidating data of the damages,
rescue and relief operations for effective execution of Plans seeking support and
advice from higher offices and relevant Support/ Aid Agencies.

Continuous monitoring of the Flood impact and Rescue and Relief operations
should be ensured and gaps and achievements be documented to improve upon
the response strategy
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2. All concerned authorities are advised to remain alert and also take all necessary
precautionary measures during the forecasted period to avoid any loss of life/property.

3. The Concerned Deputy Commissioners are advised to keep operational /
functional the District Emergency Operations Centers (DEOCs) round the clock during the
above-mentioned period under intimation to PDMA, Punjab.
